Kevin Seraphin is probably a player that will not play in the NBA for a few more seasons if he gets drafted
this year. He plays in the top league in France. Compared to other European big men, Seraphin has a
terrific frame and is a physical player. He has terrific strength to go along with terrific athleticism and
agility. He holds his defensive position extremely well and rotates well on defense. He is a terrific
rebounder and runs the court exceptionally well for a player his size.

What he lacks at this point is what most European players have initially, and that is offense. Seraphin is
far from a polished offensive player. He is probably two years away, at the minimum, from being a
respectable offensive threat. His back to the basket game relies heavily on him being stronger than his
opponents. His face up game is very erratic and he struggles significantly when getting double teamed.
However, there is no question Seraphin has a NBA future if he continues to improve.
